Dung the Roots

Proverbs 3:1 My son, forget not my law; but let thine heart keep my commandments:
2 For length of days, and long life, and peace, shall they add to thee.
3 Let not mercy and truth forsake thee: bind them about thy neck; write them upon the table of thine heart:
4 So shalt thou find favour and good understanding in the sight of God and man.
5 Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding.
6 In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths.
7 Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the LORD, and depart from evil.

Mal 2:1 And now, O ye priests, this commandment is for you.

Mal 2:2 If ye will not hear, and if ye will not lay it to heart, to give glory unto my name, saith the LORD of hosts, | will even send
a curse upon you, and | will curse your blessings: yea, | have cursed them already, because ye do not lay it to heart.

Mal 2:3 Behold, | will corrupt your seed, and spread dung upon your faces, even the dung of your solemn feasts; and oneshall
take you away with it.

Who may abide the day of his coming?

Who shall stand when He appears?

He (Jesus) is like a refiners’ fire.

He is like a fullers’ soap.

He shall sit as a refiner and purifier of silver, he will purify and purge the sons of Levi.
That they may offer unto the LORD an offering in righteousness!

Then the offerings of the people will be pleasant unto the LORD!

Mat 5:13 Ye are the salt of the earth: but if the salt have lost his savour, wherewith shall it be salted? it is thenceforth good for
nothing, but to be cast out, and to be trodden under foot of men.

Mat 5:14 Ye are the light of the world. A city that is set on an hill cannot be hid.

Mat 5:15 Neither do men light a candle, and put it under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it giveth light unto all that are in the
house.

Mat 5:16 Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.

Luk 13:1 There were present at that season some that told him of the Galilaeans, whose blood Pilate had mingled with their
sacrifices.

Luk 13:2 And Jesus answering said unto them, Suppose ye that these Galilaeans were sinners above all the Galilaeans, because
they suffered such things?

Luk 13:3 | tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.

Luk 13:4 Or those eighteen, upon whom the tower in Siloam fell, and slew them, think ye that they were sinners above all men that
dwelt in Jerusalem?

Luk 13:5 | tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.

Luke 13:6 He spake also this parable; A certain man had a fig tree planted in his vineyard; and he came and sought fruit thereon,
and found none.

Luk 13:7 Then said he unto the dresser of his vineyard, Behold, these three years | come seeking fruit on this fig tree, and find
none: cut it down; why cumbereth it the ground?

John the Baptist preached Repentance and Baptism “For the remission of sins” the Messenger preparing the way of the Messiah
as prophesized in Malachi 3.

The ministry of John the Baptist prepared for New Testament Plan of Salvation:

Act 19:1 And it came to pass, that, while Apollos was at Corinth, Paul having passed through the upper coasts came to Ephesus:
and finding certain disciples,

Act 19:2 He said unto them, Have ye received the Holy Ghost since ye believed? And they said unto him, We have not so much as
heard whether there be any Holy Ghost.

Act 19:3 And he said unto them, Unto what then were ye baptized? And they said, Unto John's baptism.

Act 19:4 Then said Paul, John verily baptized with the baptism of repentance, saying unto the people, that they should believe on
him which should come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus.

Act 19:5 When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.

Act 19:6 And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on them; and they spake with tongues, and
prophesied.

New Testament salvation is Acts 2:38, Repentance, Baptism in Jesus Name, Receiving the gift of the Holy Ghost.
